Skills wise, you have completed one year of your graduate study (medical, public health, MBA etc) so are still developing skills. The staff at the NGO is supportive and kind, but end up spending a lot of their time on fundraising, so are often quite busy. You have started two projects with them, one on adolescent sexual health awareness and a nutrition curriculum for children who work in sweatshops. You are waiting for the feedback of the NGO Program Director, who is a very busy woman. In the meantime, you have attended several general clinics and even developed friendships with health workers (given that you know minimal Hindi). AVSAR’s main sources of funding are charitable contributions and grants obtained from philanthropic organizations. Screening applications, conducting phone interviews from India, selecting applicants, and providing a trouble-free experience for you requires a significant investment of time, energy, and financial resources on behalf of AVSAR. 
Starting December 1, 2005, AVSAR has instilled a new policy in which you must deposit $100 for each month you are applying for. For example, if you are applying for 2 months, the deposit is $200, for 4 months $400, and so on.
